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Lenin's Arrival.

Last night, at 11:30 a.m., the head of the Bolshevik faction, N. Lenin
(Ilyin), arrived from abroad after many years in exile.

At his arrival, a crowd of workers from factories on the Vyborg and
Petrograd sides, as well as numerous delegations from other factories in
the capital, had gathered in the square in front of the Finland Station.
Military units had also arrived: guards, a naval crew, and companies of
reserve regiments. The entire square and the adjacent streets were filled
with a crowd of thousands. Hundreds of banners and flags fluttered in the
air. On the platform, near the station's main entrance, delegations from the
Executive Committee of the Soviet of Workers' and Soldiers' Deputies,
from various district committees of the Socialist Democratic Party, as well
as from the Socialist Revolutionary Party, Bundists, and other socialist
groups, gathered. An honor guard and orchestra were lined up at the
station.

Lenin was carried by hands into the main entrance, where, in response to
greetings, he delivered a speech about the need for the proletariat to fulfill
the important historical tasks facing it. Greeted in the square with
thunderous cheers, he addressed the crowd with a speech in which he
emphasized that the whole world looked upon Russia with admiration.

"Long live the social revolution!" the orator concluded to the strains of the
Marseillaise.
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Leninin saapuminen.

Eilen illalla kello 11.30 bolSevikkiryhmain johtaja N. Lenin (Iljin) saapui
ulkomailta vietettydan vuosia maanpaossa.

Hénen saapuessaan Suomen aseman edustalle oli kokoontunut suuri
joukko Viipurin ja Pietarin puolen tehtaiden tyontekijoitd sekd lukuisia
edustajia muista padkaupungin tehtaista. Paikalle oli saapunut myos
sotilasyksikoité: kaartilaisia, merisotilaita ja reservirykmenttien
komppanioita. Koko aukio ja sen ymparilld olevat kadut olivat taynni
tuhansia thmisid. Ilmassa liehui satoja lippuja ja viirejd. Laiturille, 1dhelle
aseman padsisddnkdyntid, kokoontuivat edustajat Tyoldisten ja Sotilaiden
Edustajien Neuvoston toimeenpanevasta komiteasta,
sosialidemokraattisen puolueen samoin kuin
sosialistivallankumouksellisen puolueen eri aluekomiteoista, bundilaisista
[juutalaisten tyolaisten liitto] ja muista sosialistisista ryhmistd. Asemalle oli
pystytetty kunniavartio ja orkesteri.

Lenin kannettiin kasivarsilla paasisdankayntiin, jossa hian vastasi
tervehdyksiin pitimalla puheen proletariaatin tarkeiden historiallisten
tehtivien tayttamisen valttaimattomyydestd. Aukiolla hinet otettiin vastaan
myrskyisilla huudoilla, ja hin piti vakijoukolle puheen, jossa hédn korosti,
ettd koko maailma katsoo Vendjaa ihaillen.
